Projects
will analyse the specific practices of such digital constructions, referring to the
ancient, medieval, modern or contemporary past and often designed for identity
purposes. Projects on the use of cultural heritage or the archival-documentary
dimension of such digital practices in the construction of public memory are also
expected. Analyses may consider the effectiveness of the languages and platforms
used, as well as the relationship of the content thus created with the results of
historical research on that past.

Candidates will therefore have to demonstrate both historical and technological
skills to evaluate these widespread practices aiming to create imaginaries about
the past from sources and themes related to cultural heritage.
